SCOREKEEPING
IT HAPPENS EVERY SEASON, COMPLAINTS, PROTESTS, ETC OVER 

SCOREKEEPING.  I AM TAKING THE TIME TO SET THE RECORD 

STRAIGHT.  PLEASE RELAY THIS MESSAGE TO EVERYONE ON YOUR

TEAM.

A PLAYER AT THE LINE IS CONFUSED OR DOES NOT KNOW THEIR 

OUTS OR WHAT TO SHOOT FOR.   

ANSWER

ANY PERSON IN THE ENTIRE BUILDING CAN HELP THAT SHOOTER

“EXCEPT THE SCOREKEEPER”
THE SCOREKEEPER CAN ONLY TELL THE SHOOTER WHAT THEY HAVE

SCORED OR WHAT THEY HAVE LEFT.

“AND ONLY WHEN ASKED”
IF A SCOREKEEPER TELLS THE SHOOTER WHAT TO SHOOT FOR, THAT SHOOTERS TURN ENDS RIGHT THERE,  WHETHER OR NOT THEY HAVE 
SHOT A DART OR NOT.  

EXAMPLE:   

SHOOTER HAS 78 LEFT AND HITS A TRIPLE 18 WITH THE FIRST DART.

THE SHOOTER HAS NO IDEA WHAT HE HAS LEFT AND HE DOES NOT ASK,  AND THE SCOREKEEPER WHO IS HIS TEAMMATE SAYS  “24 LEFT”

OR “DOUBLE 12” – THAT SHOOTERS TURN IS OVER.  THE TRIPLE 18 COUNTS BUT THEY DO NOT SHOOT ANY MORE DARTS.  NOW IF THE

SCOREKEEPER IS ON THE OPPOSING TEAM ITS OK IF THEY WANT TO HELP THERE TEAM GET BEAT.

SAME THING IN CRICKET,  LETS SAY BOTH TEAMS HAVE THE 18’S

CLOSED,  SHOOTER SHOOTS FIRST DART AT THE 18 AND THE SCOREKEEPER SAYS “HEY THEIR CLOSED”  THAT PERSONS TURN

IS OVER.  ANYBODY ELSE CAN SAY IT BUT NOT THE SCOREKEEPER.

THE RULE IS VERY SIMPLE:  

SCOREKEEPERS SAY NOTHING UNLESS ASKED
